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Thank you to the many City Employees who worked diligently to restore water service and man
the shelter during the recent Winter Crisis.

Thank you to the many members of the Governing Body that reached out to help those
residents in need and help distribute the MRE’s and Water,

Thank you to the Executives at both electric companies and ERCOT for acting as expeditiously as
they did to divert electricity to our water well pumps and Water Treatment plant enabling us to
produce water during the event.

The recent weather event exposed many areas of opportunity, none greater than the necessity
for back-up power sources for our water system. Mercer estimates that to provide the
necessary power for five (5) wells and the R/O plant it will cost approximately $700k for
generators—which will need Council approval next month after we arrive at a more “accurate”
figure.

Due to the Winter Weather Event we have suspended water bill late fees and disconnects—they
will resume April 16".

Also due to the Winter Weather Event we have forgiven all residential payment plans, and
issued credits to all residential accounts in an amount equivalent to their water and sewer
charges to assist residents—ail residents have to pay is their trash collection. Small businesses
are encouraged to seek a grant from the 4B for any hardship assistance.




> Due to many team members being without power and electric during the Winter Weather
Event, City Hall was closed throughout the duration of the event. However, as we did not desire
that any team member should have to be concerned about loss of income, we provided alf those
team members a safety net that resulted in continuous income and did not reduce their PTO
hours. For those Team members that did weather the elements and worked during the Winter
Weather Event we felt they should be rewarded a little extra for braving the weather and
working, so they were provided an additional flat rate amount that was prorated over the five
(5) days so that an individual working all five (5) days received the full amount and those
working less received a lesser amount.

» Recently, Governor Abbott rescinded the statewide mask mandate, however, his rescinding may
run afoul of President Biden’s mask mandate relating to all forms of mass transportation and
Federal Buildings—including Post Offices. The City Attorney and | have spoken regarding this
matter and she will be issuing an opinion that wilf outline our options and guide us on how hest
to proceed.
